The College Board website is an
incredible resource for students and
their parents throughout their high
school career. By accessing their web-
site, www.collegeboard.com, students
can learn about the PSAT, SAT | and II,
AP, and CLEP. Information on the col-
lege search, cost details, and tips is
also available. Seniors can apply to
over 300 institutions on-line. They can
organize their college search, look for
financial aid, fill out the FAFSA (Free
Application for Federal Student Aid)
and PROFILE application, and even
find the EFC (expected family contri-
bution) for both the Federal
Government and the institutions on this
site. Other Collegeboard enhancements

include; newsletters tailored by the stu-
dent's year in school, relevant and
timely key dates and timelines, and e-
tickets for the SAT tests. Students may
view their SAT scores on-line. Not
only can they save all of their informa-
tion in a file, but they can also access
this file, whenever they wish, by
obtaining a pin number.

As you all know, because the new
SAT | has three sections, which will
each be scored 200-800 each, a perfect
SAT I score will now be 2400.
Students planning to apply to the
University of California will need to
take the SAT I and two SAT II tests.
These SAT 11 tests must be in two dif-
ferent categories. If a student chooses
the Math SAT II, it must be the 1IC
(with calculator) for the UC system.

The ACT will also offer a writing
component that will be required for all
applicants to the UC schools.

University of California Counselor's
Conference News

The University of California at Merced
is now a year old and accepting stu-
dents for its second class. One thou-
sand students became UC Merced
Golden Bobcats this fall. The student
population consists of 600 freshmen,
300 transfers and 100 graduate stu-
dents. All UC eligible students will be
admitted to Merced. UC Merced offers
majors such as Biology, Computer
Science, Environmental Science,
Social and Behavioral Science, World
Cultures, History, Bio-engineering, and

Management. Both UC Santa Cruz
and UC Riverside will also continue to
admit all UC eligible students. As
always, “senioritis” can be fatal. UC
Santa Cruz told 100 entering freshmen
that they were no longer eligible or
welcome to attend due to poor perfor-
mance in their senior year.

California State University
Counselor's Conference News

Check out the California State
University system's website www.csu-
mentor.edu. The application for fall of
2006 is online. Students may compare
all 24 campuses and do research on
each campus's website through this
link. All events and Open Houses are
posted on the Mentor site. Students can
list all pertinent criteria, and the site
will assist them in a major search.

There is a Freshmen Planner on the
CSU Mentor site that helps students
plan their courses throughout high
school by letting the students know
which classes meet the a-g require-
ments.

The site also offers free searches for
grants and loans. Once students com-
plete their forms for the search, the
information will automatically “popu-
late” the FAFSA. The information may
be stored for up to seven years. Users
will need a PIN number. Students may
use the PAIS Calculator to obtain their
Expected Family contribution (EFC).

For the 2006 fall class, the CSU
will ONLY use the SAT Verbal and
Math scores to determine eligibility.
Students still need to complete the
writing section of the SAT or ACT, but
it will not be used at this time for
admissions purposes.

Sending SAT scores to the CSU
campuses

Students requesting that their SAT test
scores be sent from ETS to any of the
CSU campuses may enter the number
3594 instead of each separate campus
and their scores will be sent to ALL
CSU campuses for the cost of one
campus.

Letters of Recommendation

Don't forget that counselors need at least 4-weeks notice
(20 working days) to write your letter of recommenda-
tion!!! Students must complete a letter-of-recommendation
questionnaire before counselors can write their letters.
Students planning to apply early to any college (November
1st deadline) should have already notified their counselors
and provided the necessary documentation. Students apply-
ing to colleges with a January 1st deadline must have all
application materials prepared and given to their counselor
by November 16th OR EARLIER. UC and CSU schools do
not require or accept letters of recommendation.
